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Incorporated in 1702, the Town of Mansfield recently
celebrated its 300th anniversary. Mansfield was part of a
tract of land acquired from the Mohegans by a group of
settlers in Norwich. The first British settlement in
Mansfield, probably before 1692, was established at
Mansfield Center. Most of the first settlers were farm-
ers, and Mansfield has remained largely a rural town.
Rivers powered saw mills and grist mills from the early
days, and during the nineteenth century, the Town sup-
ported a number of small industries. Mainly textiles,
but also steel products, bits and augers, bells, bronze
cannons, gunpowder, and organ pipes, were manufac-
tured in Mansfield. The first silk mill in the United
States was built at Hanks Hill in 1810, and for many
years, Mansfield led the country in silk production. The
Storrs Agricultural School was established in 1881 and
became the University of Connecticut, now one of the
largest employers in eastern Connecticut and U.S.
News and World Report’s top public university in New
England.

Gurleyville Gristmill 
The Gurleyville Gristmill is a 19th-century
stone mill in the historic village of Gur-
leyville. It is the only stone mill of its kind
in Connecticut and one of two or three in
New England. The Gristmill contains a
complete system of preserved milling
equipment. It was built in 1835 and was
operated for some years by the family of
Wilbur Cross, who was born adjacent to
this site, and served four terms as Gover-
nor of Connecticut in the 1930s. From
Route 195, turn east on Gurleyville Road;
in village turn south, then abruptly west
onto Stone Mill Road. The Gristmill is
open to the public with tours every Sun-
day from noon to 4 pm beginning the
Sunday after May 15 through the Sunday
of Columbus Day weekend. Group tours
can be arranged on other days.

Three general
stores remain today in Mansfield Center,
Eagleville, and Mansfield Depot. The stores
in Mansfield Depot and Mansfield Center
housed post offices. The Mansfield Centre
General Store housed the Community Tea
Room upstairs where a piano was hoisted
up through a hole in the floor for commu-
nity events. These stores are still central
community gathering spots.

It had a repu-
tation for being clean, homey and providing
unlimited food, which was served family-style
and prepared by the Gardiners with the help
of the residents.
